It is very powerful and promising, but to really get off theground two features are missing: automated testing and documentation generation.Automated testing is necessary to ensure modifications to functionality don’t break otherfunctions within the library. There is already some Automated Testing of the “snippets” repos-itory with Github’s Travis server, but this has to be reconsidered and extended to cover thestandalone packages too.In order to be usable for a wider range of LilyPond users on a “consumer level” openLilyLibneeds proper documentation.
